James Cook University is Australia's leading tropical research
university. It takes its name from the 18th century British navigator
and explorer Captain James Cook. Cook's epic voyages in the
southern hemisphere contributed significantly to the world of
science.

The University was proclaimed in Townsville on 20 April 1970, and
has grown into a multi-campus university with its major sites located
in the vibrant tropical northern Queensland cities of Townsville and
Cairns.

SINGAPORE CAMPUS - FOUNDED IN 2003

The Singapore Campus is the first offshore campus of James
Cook University Australia,. The programs delivered follow the
same high quality Australian curriculum but are contextualised
to the Asian environment. This ensures that student benefit
from the same enriching university education as Australian
students but at the same time the programs focus on local
issues bringing real relevance to their education.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE PREPARATION PROGRAM (ELPP)

More than one billion people around the world speak
English making it the most widely spoken language in
the world. It has also become the Lingua Franca in
international meetings and businesses.

The program core consists of software development,
Internet working, project work and industry technology certification
preparation.

Membership

BACHELOR OF PSYCHOLOGY

Overview

This is the preferred degree for those seeking careers as
professional psychologists. Students can specialize in a range
of disciplines including:
« Forensic psychology, used in the criminal justice system;
« Social psychology, relating to the nature and causes of
individualsi behavior in social situations;
Neuropsychology, which deals with rehabilitation in disorders
such as brain injury, dementia and stroke;
Health psychology, which examines factors relating to health
and illness; and
Organizational psychology, which studies behaviors within
organizations.

Honors

An Honors program is available for those students who
demonstrate high academic performance. An Honors degree
consists of an extra year of study and the development of a
personal research project and thesis. The Faculty also offers
a wide range of postgraduate study opportunities for which
an honors degree is considered as essential entry requirement.

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PROFESSIONAL PROGRAMS IN CLINICAL PSYCHOLOGY

The professional programs in Clinical Psychology provide
academic and practical postgraduate training for professional
practice at a level sufficient to meet the criteria for registration
as a practicing psychologist in Singapore and Australia. The
programs in Australia and Singapore are fully accredited by the
Australian Psychology Accreditation Council (APAC) and
graduates are eligible for membership of the APS College of
Clinical Psychologists.

Course Outline

The Master of Psychology (Clinical) program can be completed
in a minimum of 2 years (for full time study) or up to 4 years
(for part-time study). The Doctor of Psychology (Clinical) program
can be completed in 3 years (for full time study) or up to 6 years
(for part time study).

The professional programs encompass 3 main components:

» Academic Coursework

The coursework modules may be delivered in workshop format
(e.g. Two 3-day workshops where students are actively engaged

in presentations, role-plays, practice assessments and group
discussions) or in conventional weekly teaching sessions.

* Supervised Practica

There are a total of 1,000 practical hours for the Masters program
(1,500 for the Doctoral program), which are conducted either
in the James Cook University Singapore Psychology Clinic or
other external clinical settings.

* Research Dissertation

A research project focusing on an area of clinical psychology
is required, either as a conventional research dissertation (15,000
words for the Masters program and 50,000 words for the
Doctoral program) or an article for publication (for the Masters
program only).

Career Prospects

The career of a professional clinical psychologist is potentially
an enriching and rewarding one with many opportunities in both
the public and private sectors. Government agencies, hospitals,
prisons and schools are some of the potential employers of
psychology graduates. Clinical psychologists are also involved
in training development, human resource management,
consultancy and research.
